Our worship is structured, with liturgy and rich music that 
connects us to the church of old and those who’ve gone 
before us— we are deeply rooted in something much larger 
than ourselves or our own cultural moment. But worship 
should be accessible and enjoyable if it’s to be meaningful.


We haven’t heard the gospel for what it really is if we don’t 
find it at once horribly offensive and staggeringly beautiful. 


It is both heart-breaking and heart-mending.


So let us explore. Let us worship!

Confession
Like the disciples behind locked doors, we are afraid to be seen as your followers. 

    Christ, have mercy.

Like Thomas in the upper room, we are slow to believe. 

    Lord, have mercy. 


Most merciful God, 

   we confess that we have sinned against you 

   in thought, in word, and deed, 

   by what we have done, and by what we have left undone. 

We have not loved you with our whole heart; 

   we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 

We are truly sorry and we humbly repent.  


Raise us in your love so that, with joy, 
   we may speak of your astonishing work, in the name of Jesus, the risen one. 

Let’s acknowledge these things silently before the Lord, knowing forgiveness and rest are 
freely available in Jesus. After a brief silence we will sing our confession together:

Music at All Souls is comprised 
of “psalms, hymns, and spiritual 

songs” (Eph. 5:19). 


These are often works that 
date back as far as Jewish 

antiquity, anchoring us in the 
ancient roots of Christian faith. 

Sometimes these are newer 
works that reflect prayerfully 

and prophetically on our 
current moment. 


They contain theological 
richness and focus on God’s 

character and redemptive 
work. They also lend poetic 

voice to our deepest emotional 
expressions: praise and 
thanksgiving, anger and 

sorrow, hope and joy. 


We sing because we believe 
God is with us— present in our 
worship; inhabiting the praises 

of his people.

Confession happens within the 
context of relationship, both 

with God and each other. 

We confess together, in 

community, before a gracious 
God who has given us himself. 

Confession both 
acknowledges our need for 

mercy and celebrates its 
abundance in Christ. 

Sin, in its essence, is a word 
that means, “an obsession or 

worship of oneself.” Martin 
Luther described sin as 
“curving in on oneself,” 


which causes a relational 
breach not only with people we 
harm, but also with God by not 

giving God the place he 
deserves in our lives as our 

loving Creator and Savior.

the Reading
It has been the practice of the church for thousands of years to have portions of the Bible read during worship. We do this because 
we are people who need to be shaped by all of God’s Word.

Acts 5:12, 17-29

12 The apostles performed many signs and wonders among the people. They would come together regularly at 
Solomon’s Porch.


17 The high priest, together with his allies, the Sadducees, was overcome with jealousy. 18 They seized the apostles and 
made a public show of putting them in prison. 19 An angel from the Lord opened the prison doors during the night and 
led them out. The angel told them, 20 “Go, take your place in the temple, and tell the people everything about this new 
life.” 21 Early in the morning, they went into the temple as they had been told and began to teach.

When the high priest and his colleagues gathered, they convened the Jerusalem Council, that is, the full assembly of 
Israel’s elders. They sent word to the prison to have the apostles brought before them. 22 However, the guards didn’t 
find them in the prison. They returned and reported, 23 “We found the prison locked and well-secured, with guards 
standing at the doors, but when we opened the doors we found no one inside!” 24 When they received this news, the 
captain of the temple guard and the chief priests were baffled and wondered what might be happening. 25 Just then, 
someone arrived and announced, “Look! The people you put in prison are standing in the temple and teaching the 
people!” 26 Then the captain left with his guards and brought the apostles back. They didn’t use force because they 
were afraid the people would stone them.

27 The apostles were brought before the council where the high priest confronted them: 28 “In no uncertain terms, we 
demanded that you not teach in this name. And look at you! You have filled Jerusalem with your teaching. And you are 
determined to hold us responsible for this man’s death.”

29 Peter and the apostles replied, “We must obey God rather than humans!

Mark 2:23-3:6

23 One Sabbath Jesus was going through the grainfields, and as his disciples walked along, they began to pick some 
heads of grain. 24 The Pharisees said to him, “Look, why are they doing what is unlawful on the Sabbath?”

25 He answered, “Have you never read what David did when he and his companions were hungry and in need? 26 In 
the days of Abiathar the high priest, he entered the house of God and ate the consecrated bread, which is lawful only for 
priests to eat. And he also gave some to his companions.”

27 Then he said to them, “The Sabbath was made for man, not man for the Sabbath. 28 So the Son of Man is Lord even 
of the Sabbath.”

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3 Another time Jesus went into the synagogue, and a man with a shriveled hand was there. 2 Some of them were 
looking for a reason to accuse Jesus, so they watched him closely to see if he would heal him on the Sabbath. 3 Jesus 
said to the man with the shriveled hand, “Stand up in front of everyone.”

4 Then Jesus asked them, “Which is lawful on the Sabbath: to do good or to do evil, to save life or to kill?” But they 
remained silent.

5 He looked around at them in anger and, deeply distressed at their stubborn hearts, said to the man, “Stretch out your 
hand.” He stretched it out, and his hand was completely restored. 6 Then the Pharisees went out and began to plot with 
the Herodians how they might kill Jesus.

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Giving as Part of Worship

All we have is given to us by God. Our offerings express this joyful dependance and our commitment to join God in his 
work of renewal. Whether we have much or little, God calls us to treasure and trust Him above all. So we are to give as 
generously as we are able, knowing that He who met our most dire need through Christ will continue to provide for every 
need we have. All giving goes toward ministry initiatives of All Souls and the relief of those in need.


While there are many ways to contribute financially to God’s Kingdom, scripture says the Church is the primary means by 
which that kingdom is established on earth. So, God calls us first and foremost to be faithful in the regular, ongoing support 
of one’s local church body through tithes and offerings. If you haven’t made tithing a practice, please consider adopting 
this as a spiritual practice— that you might grow in faith.


We recognize, too, that as the church, we must consistently remind one another of the truth that everything we have is a 
gift from the Lord. 


The Bible says that ‘we know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for our sake he became poor, 
so that we through his poverty might become rich’ (2 Corinthians 8:9). Jesus’ death on the Cross represents the most 
generous gift ever given— when he gave up everything in order to reconcile us to God. 


Giving cheerfully, sacrificially, and consistently is a part of our worship— not because it’s something churches do, but 
because giving in response to the gospel is intended to be worshipful. When we are generous with others we are 
reminding one another of the great generosity of God.


All Souls seeks to build community, love our neighbors, and work for peace and justice within Seattle. Our desire in giving 
is not only to meet our own financial needs, but to be able to serve those in need in our city and neighborhoods.

The intentional financial participation of those who consider All Souls their church home is vital. If you are not already tithing regularly, 
please prayerfully consider doing so. If you have questions about tithing or biblical guidelines for giving, please ask. If you are our guest 
today, please feel no obligation to give.


Amidst one of the longest seasons of challenge most of us have ever experienced, we want to celebrate how God has continually met 
our community’s financial needs. This has allowed All Souls to continue in her mission, entering our eleventh year of worship together, 
as a church in and for our neighborhood seeking to be a vibrant expression of who God is— gracious, present, hospitable. 98.5% of our 
costs from last year were covered by careful cost adjustments by staff, and your continued giving and support. We thank God for your 
partnership in this work! 


This year, as we look at our budget, there are few things to note: Pandemic realities have led to our giving and expenses shrinking 
around 20% over the last 2 years. However, this year we anticipate additional costs and have built them into our budget as we resume 
in-person Sunday gatherings. We have budgeted as realistically as possible, though many uncertainties remain about our costs this 
year. Our new budget of $600,000 ($550,000 last year) assumes a 10% growth in giving, and even then we are prepared to dip into our 
reserves about $70,000 as we expect our costs to be closer to $670,000. The pastors and leadership of All Souls invite you to join us 
in this generous risk, investing in our shared life together this next year.
