Confession
Confession happens within the context of relationship, both with God and each other. We confess together, in community, before a 
gracious God who has given us himself. Confession both acknowledges our need for mercy and celebrates its abundance in Christ. 

Gracious God, we rejoice in your resurrection and in your promise to return. Help us live today as people who 
await the fulfillment of your kingdom. We confess that we have become callous to those in need, holding back 
compassion yet unsparing with judgment. We defend our motivations, rather than using all you have given us 
to love and care for the least of these. Hear our confessions and heal our hearts. May we be people of mercy, 
as you are merciful, and people of love, just as you have loved us.

 


Bend our knees to the hard work of prayer, worship, repentance, and intercession. Throughout history you have 
used the seemingly weak to nurture justice, to fight poverty, and to walk bravely toward human thrones of power 
proclaiming another way. Help us find comfort and hope in our afflictions, knowing you are present with us always.

28 So then, since we are 
welcoming a good road that cannot be shaken, let us give thanks to the Great Spirit and serve him in a good way, with 
much honor and respect. 29 For our Creator is an all-consuming fire. 


Love as Brothers and Sisters 1 Keep loving each other as brothers and sisters of the sacred family. 2 Do not forget to be 
kind and welcoming to strangers, for in this way some have welcomed spirit-messengers without knowing it. 3 Keep the 
ones who are in prison in your thoughts as if you were there with them, and those who are mistreated as if you in your 
own body shared their suffering.

This has allowed All Souls to continue in her mission, entering our eleventh year of worship together, 
as a church in and for our neighborhood seeking to be a vibrant expression of who God is— gracious, present, hospitable. 98.5% of our 
costs from last year were covered by careful cost adjustments by staff, and your continued giving and support. We thank God for your 
partnership in this work! 


This year, as we look at our budget, there are few things to note: Pandemic realities have led to our giving and expenses shrinking 
around 20% over the last 2 years. However, this year we anticipate additional costs and have built them into our budget as we resume 
in-person Sunday gatherings. We have budgeted as realistically as possible, though many uncertainties remain about our costs this 
year. Our new budget of $600,000 ($550,000 last year) assumes a 10% growth in giving, and even then we are prepared to dip into our 
reserves about $70,000 as we expect our costs to be closer to $670,000. The pastors and leadership of All Souls invite you to join us 
in this generous risk, investing in our shared life together this next year.
